SOUND 

A foley artist is set up Downstage OP using a desk with a variety of instruments that are all amplified using a sound system. 

The foley artist controls and mixes all sound from stage. 

We supply : CD Players, A Mackie mixer to a pair of powered speakers, microphones and cables. 

In some venues we may need to patch our mixer to the VENUES FOH SOUND SYSTEM  

.

SET 

Minimum performance stage size is 9m wide x 8m in depth. 

SD is played in front of a flat structure approx 3.2 wide and 4 m high, with an opening  in the form of a standard door. 

This is placed on the stage to allow a minimum 4m upstage and 4m downstage for the action, 1.2m OP and 2.0m P of centre line. 

The flat is supported by 2 A frames that are SCREWED to the stage floor and 2  cables to the grid. 

The top section of the door is on runners and lifts upward via cables to the grid. 

The louvre windows can shut via a cable to the grid.
